They must also have maintained a 3.0 GPA and have a strong record
of community service and leadership.

CRITERIA

documents from each applicant:

e High School Transcript — minimum 3.0 GPA

e Academic Resume

e Letter of Recommendation related to community service and leadership

e Personal Statement/Essay on “Value of Community Involvement” — not to exceed 500 words
